A lot of time and energy was
devoted to group work on out-
break investigations and press
releases, which concluded in
presentations at plenary sessi-
ons. All the participants recei-
ved a certificate of attendance.
The course language was
Russian. All the lectures were
interpreted into Russian or
English. The Nordic lecturers
came from SMI, Sweden;
KTL, Finland; NIPH, Norway
and Health Directorate,
Iceland. The Russian lecturers
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were from the Pasteur Ingtitute, SEC of Leningrad
oblast and the St. Petersburg Pulmonology Institute.

The social programme included an excursion by
boat on the Nevariver and welcome and farewell
dinners. All expenses related to travel and lodging
was covered by the Nordic Project.

Evaluation

The anonymous evaluation showed that virtualy all
of the participants were very satisfied with the cour-
se. Especially the group work and the lectures on
how to work with the mass-media and give presenta-
tions, cohort and case-control studies, outbreak inve-
stigations, tuberculosis and HIV were considered
useful, interesting and of great practical value. The
organisation was eval uated positively, chiefly becau-
se of punctuality and strict implementation of the
tight schedule, efficient distribution of copies of
lectures and other written material. Some, however,
mentioned that the written material occasionaly was
supplied alittle late. The friendly atmosphere during
the course was also praised. Many participants
wrote that the course was too comprised in time,
making the schedule rather tight, with little time to
study or engage in socia activities. Consequently,
many expressed hopes for aregular two-week
advanced course in NW-Russia in the future.

EpiNorth

Four issues of EpiNorth were distributed to medical
libraries, public health institutions and individual
subscribers in the Barents and Baltic Sea Region in
2002.

Articles

There werein total 19 articles (not counting short-
information and presentations of statistical data).
The geographic origin of the works were as follows:
Russia 4, Lithuania 3, Finland 2, Norway 2, Sweden
2 and Denmark 1 (articles with authors from two
different countries were counted twice). In addition
there were five articles that were either from muilti-
national organisations or reprints from other
publications.

Surveillance-data

Annual data from the national and regional surveil-
lance-systems for infectious diseases were submitted
to EpiNorth by all the countries and regions, and
presented in the bulletin and at the homepage for the
third time. The data were also used as source-
material for the extended article: “ Surveillance and
trends of priority infectious diseases in the Baltic
Sea Region” (The Baltic Report) printed in a special
issue (Vol 3, no 4).

Cooperation with the Vishnevskaya-
Rostropovich Foundation
In spring 2002, the Vishnevskaya-Rostropovich
Foundation (VRF) contacted the NIPH. The VRF
has organised large-scale vaccination projects
against hepatitis B in Nizhny Novgorod, St.
Petersburg, Leningrad and other Russian regions
since 2000. They were planning to expand their
project-area to include Murmansk and Karelia from
2003, and were looking for partners who were
aready active in these two regions and could contri-
bute financialy. NIPH agreed to the cooperation and
asked that Arkhangelsk be included in the plan.
After meetings between the representatives of
VRF, NIPH and the health authorities in Murmansk,
Karelia and Arkhangelsk in November, agreements
were made that all of them would be included in
VRF's hepatitis B-programme for the period 2003-

Many of the tasks of the Russian SECs are similar
to those of the NIPH, but in addition they control
the environment, food and water hygiene, sanitation
in their areas and impact of pollution and work envi-
ronment on the human health. In Norway thisisthe
responsibility of the Norwegian Food Control
Authorities. For this reason, avisit to alocal branch
of the Food Control Authority was also on the agen-
da. So were visits to a water purification plant, the
Olafia Clinic and Ulleval University Hospital.

Collaboration with Murmansk region

Seminar in Apatity
NIPH has arranged several seminars in co-operation
with regional (oblast level) SEC’s in Northwest
Russia over the last four years, but this was the first
time the Russian partner was alocal SEC. The
initiative came from the Apatity SEC itself, whose
representative proposed the idea to Project Manager
S Andresen in Murmansk 2001. A two day seminar
in Apatity was seen both as a good way to reach a
new audience of health personnel and to keep up the
good relations between NIPH and Murmansk region.

Lecturers
were from Norway and Murmansk. There were 40
participants, most of whom were medical epidemio-
logists from Apatity and surroundings.

Regional Epidemiologists meeting,
Murmansk

Intervention to improve antibiotic use
in Pediatric I nfectious Disease
Hospital no 5, St. Petersburg

The project is a cooperation between the Pasteur
Institute and the Pediatric Infectious Disease
Hospital no 5 (H5) in St. Petersburg, and Aker
University Hospital, Rikshospitalet University
Hospital and the NIPH. The aim of the project isto
improve antibiotic use in H5 without compromising
quality of patient care. Antibiotic use, costs, out-
comes and antibiotic resistance will be measured.
The project started in 2002, and will end in
2004. Aker University Hospital managed, through

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this kind of intervention, to reduce the consumption
of antibiotics, and thereby to reduce the antibiotic
resistance in their own hospital. This was mainly
done by elaborating evidence-based guidelines on
treatment of infections, and by a thorough follow-up
of al medical staff.

From October till end of December 2002, a
baseline registration of antibiotic consumption and
pattern of antibiotic resistance was carried out in
H5. Now guidelines for evidence-based treatment of
infections in H5 are prepared, on the basis of
existing Russian guidelines, current literature and
the guidelines from Aker University Hospital.
Intervention is planned to start 1 October 2003.

Seminar on Epidemiology of
I nfectious Diseases, Kaliningrad

It was the second seminar arranged through the col-
|aboration between NIPH and Kaliningrad Regional
SEC, which formally started in February 2001. It
took place at SEC of Kaliningrad region, 18 — 19
November. Task Force mainly funded the seminar.

Approximately 40 specialists in leading positions
from Kaliningrad region attended the seminar. The
lecturers came from Finland, Norway, Sweden and
Kaliningrad.

L ectures were given on: Overview of some
infectious diseases in NW-Russia and the Baltic Sea
Region, epidemiological situation in Kaliningrad
region, outbreak investigations, HIV/AIDS surveil-
lance and epidemiology, the role of immunisation,
surveillance and epidemiology of STIs, hepatitis A
surveillance and prevention, food-borne infections
and tuberculosis.

HIV-prevention among young women
in Kaliningrad region

A meeting was arranged 18 November at the AIDS-
Centre of Kaliningrad region for planning the initial
stages of the project. The purpose was to clarify the
distribution of responsibility between SEC of
Kaliningrad region, the AIDS-Centre and other
Russian project partners, and discuss the planned
project. Head of the Centre, Tatyana Nikitina met
with representatives from NIPH and SEC.

The target group is young females under educati-
on, age 15-19, and the main objective is prevention
of HIV through information. The objective should
be achieved through seminars, courses for represen-
tatives of the target group, meetings of focus-groups
consisting of 6-8 persons lead by psychologists, and
the distribution of brochures and other materials of
information. The AIDS-Centre confirmed its

Survey on Campylobacter infections
in Kaliningrad region and St.
Peter sburg

The aim of the project isto investigate the incidence
of Campylobacteriosisin St. Petersburg City and
Kaliningrad region.

The initiati-
ve came from Ludmila Lialina (Pasteur Institute),
who together with Tatiana Grunicheva (Kaliningrad
SEC) are project-responsible persons on the Russian
side.

Meeting in Kaliningrad

A meeting between representatives of
NIPH and SEC of Kaliningrad region
was held in November. After a detailed
presentation of the project, the partici-
pants from Kaliningrad expressed
strong interest in becoming a partner.
They have samples and valuable data
on patients, but lack the methods and
funding for diagnosing Campylo-
bacter. Kaliningrad would form alocal
project-group and look further into
budget and what kind of equipment
would be needed. A training-course

for laboratory-personnel would be
desirable.
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The CBSS' Programme group on surveillance and
vaccination approved the project, but thereis so far
no funding.

Survelillance network — pilot project

The pilot project will examine the possibilities for a
surveillance network in Murmansk and Arkhangel sk

regions and in the Republic of Karelia, and work out

adetailed plan with budget and implementation
schedule for such a network. The aim of the main
project will be to improve the quality of data-
collection and provide for very good two-way
communication between the local SECs and the
regional SECs. Furthermore, it will give the SECs
access to Internet. This communication will aso be
used when carrying out vaccination-programmes.

International Health Regulations

The Norwegian Ministry of Health asked the NIPH
to host the WHO work-shop on International Travel
and Health regulations 13 —14 August.
Representatives came from WHO, Estonia,
Finland, Latvia, Lithuania, Norway, Poland, Russia
and Sweden to discuss plans for revision of the
regulations and future collaboration. The venue was

at the NIPH, Odlo, and the Department of Infectious

Disease Epidemiology assisted with preparations
and all technical matters during the workshop.
