I Norge er Kongsvinger fengsel forbeholdt domfelte med utenlandsk stats-
borgerskap. Det ser ogsa ut til at flere andre europeiske land, som Sverige,
Danmark og England, har tilsvarende fengselsavdelinger forbeholdt mennes-
ker med utenlandsk statsborgerskap.

Seksjon for velferdstjenester ved Nasjonalt kunnskapssenter for helsetjenes-
ten fikk i oppdrag av Kriminalomsorgsdirektoratet & utfore et systematisk lit-
teratursek for 4 identifisere studier som har undersgkt effekt av eller erfa-
ringer med egne fengselsavdelinger for domfelte med utenlandsk statsbor-
gerskap.

Metode

Vi utarbeidet en sgkestrategi for et systematisk litteratursek for a identifisere
studier som har undersgkt effekt av eller erfaringer med egne fengselsavde-
linger for utenlandske statsborgere. Det ble sgkt i medisinske og sosialfaglige
databaser, og i kilder for gra litteratur, etter empiriske studier med alle typer
forskningsdesign. Seket ble avsluttet i august 2014.

Resultater

e Sgket i databasene resulterte i totalt 5029 referanser. Av disse ble to
studier vurdert som mulig relevante i henhold til inklusjonskriteriene.

e Begge studiene bruker kvalitative forskningsmetoder. Den ene er utfort i
England, den andre i USA.

Det finnes sveert fa studier, sa vel som generell litteratur, om egne
fengselsavdelinger for domfelte med utenlandsk statsborgerskap.

Tittel:
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Key messages

Norway has a special prison unit for foreigners, the Kongsvinger prison. Similar spe-
cial prison units for foreigners seem to exist in other European countries too, such as
Sweden, Denmark and England.

The Directorate of Norwegian Correctional Service commissioned a systematic
search from The Social Research Unit at the Norwegian Knowledge Centre for the
Health Services. The aim was to identify studies that investigated effects of or expe-
riences with special prison units for foreigners.

Methods

We conducted a systematic search for empirical studies, employing any kind of study
design, on the effect of or experiences with special prison units for foreigners. We
searched in medical and social science databases, as well as sources of grey
literature. The search was conducted in July-August 2014.

Results

e We identified 5029 references in total. Among these, we considered two to be
possibly relevant according to the inclusion criteria.

e Both studies are qualitative. One study was performed in Great Britain, the other
in USA.

There is little available literature on special prison units for foreigners.

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Innledning

Bakgrunn

Den rgdgrenne regjeringen kom i 2012 med et forslag om a opprette egne fengsler
for domfelte med utenlandsk statsborgerskap (1). I desember samme ar ble det ap-
net en egen fengselsavdeling for domfelte med utenlandsk statsborgerskap ved
Kongsvinger fengsel. En begrunnelse for opprettelsen av denne avdelingen var &
legge bedre til rette for utsending av utenlandske innsatte (2).

Kongsvinger fengsel er forbeholdt mannlige innsatte som skal utvises og transporte-
res ut av Norge ved lgslatelse eller overfores til soning i hjemlandet (2). I 2013 var
det innsatte fra totalt 68 forskjellige land i dette fengselet (3). Nasjonalitet skal ikke
vere styrende for hvem som soner ved Kongsvinger fengsel. Kriteriene for a bli over-
fort til Kongsvinger fengsel er at den domfelte har et forhdndsvarsel om utvisning fra
Norge; et vedtak om utvisning; at en sak vil bli opprettet slik at den domfelte blir ut-
vist fra Norge ved endt soning; eller at den domfelte blir overfort til sitt hjemland for
a fullfere soningen der (3).

Fordi de innsatte i Kongsvinger fengsel ikke skal tilbakefores til det norske samfun-
net skal de fa et spesielt tilrettelagt innhold under straffegjennomferingen. Skolen i
fengselet skal derfor fokusere opplaringstilbudet pa blant annet engelsk, byggfag,
data og basiskunnskaper som a skrive, lese og regne (2).

Det er lite informasjon tilgjengelig om tilsvarende fengsler i internasjonal sammen-
heng. Men i USA tyder det pa at egne fengsler for utenlandske statsborgere benyttes
spesielt for mennesker som ikke har lovlig opphold i landet. I USA har man de siste
ti arene i storre og storre grad gjort innvandring til en kriminell handling og i 2013
gjaldt over halvparten av alle tiltalene i USA ulovlig kryssing av grensene (4). Mens
denne handlingen tidligere ble fulgt opp med deportasjon, blir det i dag behandlet
som en kriminell handling og med soning i spesialfengsler kun for utenlandske
statsborgere som folge (4). Dette er fengsler drevet av private, og dermed profitt-
orienterte, selskap. Vi har identifisert én studie der intervju med innsatte i slike seg-
regerte fengsler er giennomfort. Forfatterne konkluderer med at de innsatte i disse
fengslene er utsatt for graverende mishandling og diskriminering i form av bl.a. bruk



av isolasjonsceller, rasistisk sprakbruk, begrenset tilgang til tiltak og aktiviteter og
darlige hygieniske forhold (4).

Pa europeisk basis har vi funnet to kilder som tyder pa at Storbritannia har egne
fengselsavdelinger for utenlandske domfelte. Den ene avdelingen gjelder uten-
landske med utvisningsvedtak (5) der det i 2012 ble gjort en varslet inspeksjon av
dette fengselet (6, 7). Inspeksjonen viste, ifalge forfatteren, at fengselet holdt en ak-
septabel standard pa de fleste forhold, mens kritiske merknader gjaldt bl.a. at men-
nesker ble holdt fengslet selv etter at dommen var ferdig sonet. Dette fengselet ble
nedlagt i 2013 (8,9). Den andre kilden er en etnografisk feltstudie av egne fengsels-
avdelinger for utenlandske domfelte i England (inkludert under resultater) (10).

En annen kilde angdende europeiske forhold gjelder Sveits. Studien undersgker det
som omtales som et «detention center for prisoners» som har brutt innvandringslo-
ven (the Swiss Aliens Act») (11). Disse menneskene er ikke dgmt for andre lovbrudd,
og institusjonen tilsvarer dermed utledningsinternater som Trandum i Norge. Stu-
dien er derfor ikke inkludert i resultatseksjonen i denne rapporten.

Niér det gjelder Skandinavia har vi funnet én kilde som tyder pa at Sverige har spe-
sialenheter for utenlandske domfelte: I en rapport fra den svenske Kriminalvarden
kan man lese: «Two prisons have special units with capacity of 96 places for those
with expulsion orders in their sentence.» (s. 7 (12). Vi har kontaktet Kriminalvirden
i Sverige for & fa ytterligere informasjon eller dokumentasjon om disse enhetene,

men vi har ikke fatt respons innen ferdigstillelsen av denne rapporten. Ogsa pa
hjemmesidene til den danske Kriminalforsorgen kan man lese om en spesialenhet
for utenlandske statsborgere (13). Enheten beskrives som «Institution for Friheds-
bergvede Asylansggere» og er muligens mer a sammenlikne med et utlendingsinter-
nat som Trandum i Norge. Vi har kontaktet institusjonen per e-post for eventuell do-
kumentasjon og ytterligere informasjon om fengselet, men har ikke fatt svar innen
ferdigstillelsen av rapporten.

Styrker og svakheter ved litteratursgk med sortering

Ved systematiske litteratursgk med sortering gar man gjennom sgkeresultatet for &
identifisere relevante publikasjoner for problemstillingen. Dette gjores basert pa tit-
tel og eventuelt sammendrag. Artiklene innhentes ikke i fulltekst. Det betyr at vi kan
ha inkludert titler som kan vise seg ikke & vere relevante ved gjennomlesning av
fulltekst. Det gjor ogsa at vi kan ha mistet relevante publikasjoner pga. manglende
informasjon i sammendragene. Vi benytter kun bibliografiske databaser, samt sgk
etter gra litteratur i bl.a. Google, for a identifisere litteratur. Vi kan derfor ha gatt
glipp av potensielt relevante studier som man kan finne ved sgk i referanselister el-
ler kontakt med eksperter pa fagfeltet.



I et litteratursgk med sortering gjennomferes ingen kvalitetsvurdering av artiklene.
Ved en full forskningsoppsummering ville vi ha innhentet artiklene i fulltekst for en-
delig vurdering opp mot inklusjonskritene. Inkluderte studier ville i tillegg blitt vur-
dert for vitenskapelig/metodisk kvalitet, og resultatene ville blitt sammenstilt og dis-
kutert.

En styrke ved systematiske litteratursek med sortering er imidlertid at det gir et
bilde av forskningslitteraturen innen et gitt felt og som dermed kan peke pa omrader
med manglende kunnskap (fa empiriske studier) eller omrader hvor tilfanget av
forskning er rikelig, og hvor det er behov for en systematisk oversikt.

Problemstilling

Problemstillingen var & identifisere studier som har undersgkt effekt av og erfa-
ringer med egne fengselsavdelinger for domfelte med utenlandsk statsborgerskap.

Vi har ikke innhentet
eller lest artiklene i fulltekst.

Seket resulterte i 5029 referanser. Vi vurderte to referanser til 4 veere mulig rele-
vante i henhold til inklusjonskriteriene.

Resultat av sorteringen

Vi identifiserte kun to mulig relevante studier. Den ene studien er en etnografisk
feltstudie knyttet til egne fengselsavdelinger for utenlandske domfelte i England.
Den andre er en intervjustudie av ca. 270 innsatte i nord-amerikanske fengsler for
utenlandske statsborgere. De innsatte hadde primart brudd pa innvandringsloven
(«immigration offence»), men en stor del hadde ogséa andre typer dommer (som f.
eks. narkotikadommer).

1) Kaufman E. Finding Foreigners: Race and the Politics of Memory in
British Prisons. Population, Space and Place 2012;18(6):701-714.

Abstract: In the summer of 2009, the British government introduced a new policy
for managing foreign nationals imprisoned in England and Wales. Dubbed hubs and
spokes, that policy reorganises the penal estate, concentrating non-citizens in select
prisons 'embedded' with full-time immigration staff. The policy also requires prison
staff to identify foreign nationals to immigration authorities and obliges prisons to
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detain prisoners facing deportation beyond the length of their criminal sentences.
This paper explores the effects of such an approach to foreign national prisoners. In
particular, I examine how the effort to find the 'foreigners' in British penal institu-
tions has affected the meaning of race behind bars. Drawing on a year of ethno-
graphic fieldwork, I argue that the process of identifying foreign nationals is more
piecemeal and political than it can seem from outside prison walls. In practice, the
effort to find 'foreigners' depends on racialised assumptions about foreignness and
British national belonging. These assumptions contrast with the fluid and highly
personalised articulations of race and nation that circulate within the prison. I ex-
amine this contrast, asserting that the hubs and spokes policy remakes and racialises
the concept of British citizenship. I also consider the new policy in the historical con-
text of British colonialism. Ultimately, I assert that the government's approach to
foreign national prisoners perpetuates amnesia about the politics of imprisoning
'foreigners'.

Today, the United States has just 5% of the world’s population but nearly 25% of
the world’s prisoners. But it has not always been this way. Thanks to the “War on
Drugs,” irrationally harsh sentencing regimes, and a refusal to consider evidence-
based alternatives, the U.S. prison population grew by more than 700% between
1970 and 2009—far outpacing both population growth and crime rates.

In the past decade, the growing criminalization of immigration has further contrib-
uted to this mass incarceration crisis. According to the nonpartisan Migration Policy
Institute, U.S. Customs and Border Protection (CBP) now refers more cases for fed-
eral criminal prosecution than the FBI. Nationwide, more than half of all federal
criminal prosecutions initiated in fiscal year 2013 were for unlawfully crossing the
border into the United States—an act that has traditionally been treated as a civil of-
fense resulting in deportation, rather than as a criminal act resulting in incarcera-
tion in a federal prison. This is dramatically changing who enters the federal prison
system. The tipping point came in 2009, when more people entered federal prison
for immigration offenses than for violent, weapons, and property offenses com-
bined—and the number has continued to rise each year since.

The criminalization of immigration also enriches the private prison industry. Once
prosecuted, noncitizen federal prisoners are mostly segregated into thirteen “Crimi-
nal Alien Requirement” (CAR) prisons. The CAR prisons are unusual in three re-
spects: they are some of the only federal prisons operated by for-profit companies
instead of being run as federal institutions by the Bureau of Prisons (BOP); they

house exclusively non-citizens; and they are low-custody institutions with lesser se-
curity requirements than the medium and maximum-security institutions run di-
rectly by BOP.

Five of the nation’s thirteen CAR prisons are located in Texas. This report docu-
ments the ACLU’s multi-year investigation into these five institutions. Until now,
the CAR prisons have not attracted the attention they deserve. Our investigation un-
covered evidence that the men held in these private prisons are subjected to shock-
ing abuse and mistreatment, and discriminated against by BOP policies that impede
family contact and exclude them from rehabilitative programs:

« Private prison contracts negotiated by BOP and BOP’s not-yet-awarded solicita-
tions for new private prisons provide incentives that keep facilities overcrowded and
place excessive numbers of prisoners in isolated confinement. One current solicita-
tion and each of the Texas CAR contracts reviewed for this report require the prisons
to use 10% of their bed space as isolation cells—nearly double the rate of isolated
confinement in BOP-managed institutions. Prisoners have reportedly been sent to
isolation cells because they complained about food, complained about medical care,
or helped others draft grievances and file lawsuits. As one prisoner put it, “anything
you do or say” can get a person locked up in conditions of extreme isolation, spend-
ing 22 to 24 hours per day confined in a small cell where he must eat, sleep, use the
toilet, and sometimes even shower.

« Private prison guards at Giles W. Dalby Correctional Facility reportedly call prison-
ers names like “wetback” and “Mexican nigger” and send them into isolation cells for
failing to “speak English in America.”

« Immigrant prisoners in CAR prisons have far more limited access to programming,
drug treatment, and work opportunities than U.S. citizen prisoners in BOP-operated
institutions, even though many have deep ties to the United States. Sergio, a 26-
year-old Honduran who came to the United States with his parents when he was
eight years old and thinks of New York City as home, told us that he feels he is
treated like an animal, locked up and not given anything to do to pass the time.
“They don’t have a job for us. They don’t have any education. They just don’t have
any space for all of us. Sometimes it makes me go crazy. I

just want to do something,” he said.

» Medical understaffing and extreme cost-cutting measures reportedly limit prison-
ers’ access to both emergency and routine medical care. Martin, a 36-yearold Cuban
immigrant, told us he woke up in the middle of a severe asthma attack one night and
did not have access to his inhaler. There was no doctor on staff that night, so he
waited nearly an hour to see a nurse who did not know how to properly intubate
him.

« Prisoners reported severely overcrowded and squalid living conditions. At Willacy
County Correctional Center, most “dormitories” are Kevlar tents that each house
about 200 men in bunk beds that are reportedly spaced only a few feet apart. Dante,
a 38-year-old Mexican immigrant convicted of reentry, said the tents are dirty and
crawling with insects and that the toilets often overflow and always smell foul.
“Sometimes I feel suffocated and trapped,” he said. “A lot of people get very upset
and angry. Sometimes they become so frustrated that they even speak of burning
down the tents. But what’s the point? They’d build them back up.”

Problems are not limited to the CAR prisons in Texas. In 2011, the ACLU alerted
BOP staff to concerns about medical care, abusive disciplinary practices, and other
issues at the McRae CAR prison in Georgia. And in 2012, as many as 300 prisoners
at another CAR prison run by the Corrections Corporation of America (CCA) in
Natchez, Mississippi, started a violent protest over what they described as inade-
quate food, poor medical care, and mistreatment by guards. The uprising resulted in
the death of one guard and the injury of nearly 20 other people.

Yet these private prisons operate in the shadows, effectively free from public scru-
tiny. By statute, most of their records are exempt from the open records laws that
apply to other federal prisons. Meanwhile, as detailed in this report, BOP fails to
subject its private prison contractors to adequate oversight and accountability, and it
fights to avoid public disclosure of basic information about these prisons.

In a recent speech to the American Bar Association, U.S. Attorney General Eric
Holder emphasized that “we need to ensure that incarceration is used to punish, de-
ter, and rehabilitate—not merely to warehouse and forget.” Yet as this report illus-
trates, we are doing exactly that to more than 25,000 non-citizen prisoners in for-
profit CAR prisons. This practice cannot be justified on grounds of safety, fairness,
or cost effectiveness.
